Take advantage of the VFW Programs 
that will get you in the door where Veterans 
are already at such as their National Guard 
unit by using the Adopt a Unit program. 
There is a Military Assistance Program 
that will help you take care of a Veterans 
spouse while deployed in case the car 
breaks down or the water heater goes out, 
etc. Unexpected expenses/stresses can be 
combated and reduce the stress a deployed 
Veteran has while they’re not home to 
take care of their loved ones themselves. 
Also, there are MAP grants that allow 
you to put on a going away /welcome 
home ceremony and picnic, you can do 
something for the families to get together 
while unit is deployed. National will give 
you $4 per person in attendance to cover 
the costs of a picnic or bbq with fun and 
games. We offer “of the year” awards for 
Police Officers, Firefighters and EMT’s or 
use the Safety and Recognition program 
when they save a life! Pick one of each and 

honor them with an “of the year” award at 
their fire house or in their Ambulance 
barn, etc. then invite them and their family 
to your banquet but be visible in front of 
their peers that are also Veterans. There 
are many events you can be using: fairs, 
local festivals, car shows, gun shows, etc. 
Get a booth, borrow the table cloth from 
Department of MT and do something to 
help Veterans. While you are in public, be 
“Branded” wear your service cap, a VFW 
T-shirt, etc. Have the contact information 
for the closest service officers, or better 
yet, call Dan Arnold’s office and get 
an S.O. scheduled to be available. They 
would love to help Veterans get their 
benefits. Also, our members should have 
an “elevator pitch” prepared about the 
things our organization does! Get to know 
a Veteran, find out what is important to 
them and be knowledgeable enough to tell 
them how the VFW does support “their 
thing”. Why wouldn’t you want to give 
every eligible Veteran the opportunity to 
become a member of this organization 
and their families the opportunity to 
join our Auxiliary. This organization is a 
gift for Veterans, give it to them! Please 
remember this when you use these tools 
though: YOU ARE THERE TO HELP 
VETERANS! They will see what you’ve 
done for them and the community and 
they will want to join, be prepared if 
they’re ready the day of your event, but 
don’t hand them an application up front 
and then try to assist them because they 
won’t be able to hear you helping them.

Once you do recruit a member, don’t 
let them fall through the cracks, you 
take their information and contact them 
first. Offer them a ride to their first 
meeting, buy them a drink or dinner. 
Care about your recruit and they’ll 
appreciate you and want to show you 
that they do by coming back and taking 
on responsibilities. Don’t put the world 
on their shoulders, not every recruit can 
or will take on a lot, but they want to 
serve if they are appreciated rather than 
pushed away.

YELLOWSTONE NATIONAL CEMETERY

The 10-acre Yellowstone National Cemetery, managed 
by the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs, National 
Cemetery Administration. lies on a ridge one mile north of 
Laurel, Yellowstone County, Montana. Fifteen miles west of 
Billings, Montana’s largest city, the cemetery overlooks the 
scenic Yellowstone River Valley with views south to the city 
of Laurel and Pryor Mountains. To the west the majestic, 
snow-covered Beartooth Mountains are home to Montana’s 
highest peaks; to the north and east, Montana’s vast prairies. 

Deer and antelope graze nearby; eagles fly overhead.
The cemetery lies on the crossroads of freedom in the 

American West, with the Lewis and Clark Expedition, the 
famed U.S. 7th Cavalry, and Chief Joseph and the Nez 
Perce, all passing in history within sight of the present 
cemetery. During the Plains Indian Wars, the Battle of 
Canyon Creek was fought in September 1877 six miles 
north of the cemetery.

The cemetery’s character changes with seasons. Annually, 

the cemetery endures 125-degree temperature swings; snow 
can cover the ground for seven months out of the year. 
Spring arrives late confronting a reluctant-to-leave winter. 
Summer is too brief. Bringing persistent winds, autumn 
comes early and departs too soon. Winter returns and cloaks 
the cemetery with stillness.

The cemetery is the final resting place of over 1,000 
veterans and their families. Photographs were taken in 
2017/18.
